Bob Rauschenberg Gallery’s Annual Student Art Show April 22 — 30, 2010

Eligibility

The last Gallery exhibit of the school year features work created by Edison art students. Students who have taken a
studio art class this academic year, are eligible to enter the exhibition (with work created in that time frame). Each
student may submit 2 pieces. Entry forms may be picked up from the art instructors or in the Gallery. It is the
student’s responsibility to ensure that their entry forms (2 per item) are printed legibly and filled out completely.
Students must also make sure that their artwork is ready for exhibition.

Preparation

Paintings on canvas do not require framing but should have hanging wire for installation. Other two-dimensional
work must be framed, have hangers or wires suitable for installation, and should be under Plexiglas (NO GLASS).
For large-scale or oversized pieces that may require special presentation or installation, instructor permission is
required. If you have any questions please talk to your instructor or the gallery.

Awards

1%, 2" and 3" place awards will be presented in the categories of Photography, Drawing, Painting, Ceramics and
Design. In addition, a “Rising Star” award will be awarded to a full time, first year student who shows exceptional
promise. A “Faculty Award” will be presented to a second year full time student of exceptional talent.

Submission

Artwork may be submitted between 9:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m., Friday, April 16 and Monday, April 19. No entries
will be accepted after the 4 p.m. deadline on April 19. No exceptions! Students should bring their work to the Bob
Rauschenberg Gallery offices (L-134A).

Pick-up

The Gallery cannot store your artwork after the exhibition ends. Students must pick-up their work in the Gallery
(Monday through Friday) between Friday, April 30 and Friday, May 14, 9:00 a.m. — 4:00 p.m. Artwork may not be
picked up early. Any work not picked up by May 14 will become the property of the Bob Rauschenberg Gallery
and be included in the next Silent Auction to benefit student art scholarships.

Opening
The opening reception for the exhibit is Thursday, April 22, from 4 to 6 p.m. Award winners will be announced at
the reception. The public is cordially invited to attend.

Entry Notes
e The entry form must be filled out completely.
e If your piece does not have a title, use “Untitled” or “Non-titled” in the Title line. Do not leave this line

blank.

e On the price line of the entry form, either a number or NFS (Not for Sale) must be written. Do not leave this
line blank.

e Please tape one filled out entry to the back or bottom of the work and have the duplicate filled out entry
form in hand.
