FOLD-FORMING WORKSHOP 

            
 
 
Derived from the Japanese art of origami and combined with traditional techniques of 
metalsmithing, fold-forming is a process in which three-dimensional surfaces and 
structures are produced in a matter of minutes with just a few hand tools.  All forms will 
be executed in copper.
