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RAGING RIVETS WORKSHOP 

 
 
Riveting is the art of mechanically joining two parts without the need for soldering.  Materials 
such as wood, aluminum, laminate, enamel, fabric, leather, paper, plastic, and bone can 
therefore be incorporated into a piece.  In this one-day workshop we will focus on learning 
various types of rivets to create a decorative linked bracelet using this simple construction 
technique.

Mallet:  rawhide or wood 
Steel bench block or small anvil 
Center punch, scribe or awl 
Flush or semi-flush cutters

Shears or snips
